Please make sure to use the correct names. SwissSkills should always be one word with a capital S for ‘Swiss’ and another 
one in ‘Skills’, even when the name is used in texts. In addition, use the following terms in the four languages used by 
our organisation:

Schweizer Berufsmeisterschaft or Berufs-Schweizermeisterschaft stand for individual skills competitions; 
Schweizer Berufsmeisterschaften or Berufs-Schweizermeisterschaften stand for several competitions.

In German communications, SwissSkills Championships can be used as a synonym for the terms Schweizer 
Berufsmeisterschaften and Berufs-Schweizermeisterschaften.

When referring to the main SwissSkills events (e.g. SwissSkills 2022 in Bern), you may use the official 
terms zentrale Schweizer Berufsmeisterschaften or Berufs-Schweizermeisterschaften and nationale 
Schweizer Berufsmeisterschaften or Berufs-Schweizermeisterschaften.

Exclusion zone 
In order to help our logo stand out and be clearly legible, leave a mini-
mum space clear between the logo and other graphic elements or text. 
The height of the letter s in the wordmark determines the space to be 
left clear on all sides of the logo. Never allow text, graphic, or other 
distracting elements enter the exclusion zone.
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All partners and sponsors are provided with a composite logo upon request.
